+ |0-foot ceilings MINIMUM.

+ Flooring: wood, marley, linoleum. Carpet is okay, but not
recommended. NO CEMENT.

+ Classroom with chairs pushed back NOT ACCEPTABLE.

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« Freshly mopped (not waxed)
« Irregularities covered with tape
« Extraneous clutter removed.

« Students can leave shoes on if they are athletic shoes,
otherwise they should go barefoot. Students should be
dressed comfortably, able to roll or sit on the floor — no
skirts or dresses. Students and teachers must remove
obtrusive jewelry/belts, for example, large rings, long
dangling earrings, etc. No gum.
