« A large gymnasium, all-purpose room or classroom.
« Area selected for the workshop must be large enough to
accommodate your whole group dancing.

« Irregularities covered with tape
« Extraneous clutter removed.

« Students and Teachers should wear clothing and shoes that
are comfortable and non-restrictive
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» One teacher per thirty-five students.

» Name tags with student's first name printed in large
letters.
